	A project administrator can create child projects and assign access to these child projects. They can also edit existing projects where they have been assigned to the Project Administrator access group. This role is assigned to the agency’s procurement official only.

	
	Event Manager/Sourcing Specialist
	An event manager/sourcing specialist can create, view, and edit all events created within the project.

	
	Stakeholder
	A stakeholder has read-only access to all events in the project.

	
	Library Template Manager
	A Library Template Manager is an event manager with the ability to create and manage the library and templates for the project.

	
	
	

	Total Contract Manager
	Contract Administrator
	Contract administrators allow users to manage contracts. They can view contracts irrespective of a non-owner’s Full, Limited, or Partial visibility. They can view all contract reports. This role is assigned to the agency’s procurement official only.

	
	Contract Manager
	Users with this role are able to create and manage only their own contracts. They may view other users’ contracts where the other owners have granted non-owners Full or Partial visibility. They may also view reports based on the same limitations. Can make a payment against contracts.

	
	Stakeholder
	A stakeholder has read-only access to all contracts in the project.

	
	
	

	Shopping
	Shopper
	Shoppers are typically allowed to shop, but cannot place an order, and instead are allowed to assign a cart to a Buyer.

	NOTE: Only one role is needed for Shopping. 
	Buyer
	Buyers can shop and submit their own cart which requires a State ProCard as well as reject or approve carts assigned to them.

	User has view-only rights to vendor information.
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
